Matthew 28 --- Go into all the nations

Acts 1 --- Will be my witnesses 

in Jerusalem, and in all Judea 

and Samaria, and to the 

ends of the earth.”

Emotionally

Tired of being judged by people

She was tired of 

the looks and whispers

She knew she had issues but 

she also knew the people 

selling religion had no answers



The Jesus Approach 

give me a drink

Jesus always seemed 

to have time for people

He never rushed into 

the message with out 

first meeting them 

on some level



To the Jews I became like a Jew, to win the 

Jews. To those under the law I became like one 

under the law (though I myself am not under 

the law), so as to win those under the law. To 

those not having the law I became like one not 

having the law (though I am not free from 

God’s law but am under Christ’s law), so as to 

win those not having the law. To the weak I 

became weak, to win the weak. I have become 

all things to all people so that by 

all possible means I might save some.

1 Corinthians 9:20-22



Bringing the words to life
Its not enough that we 

just physically show up

Paul's point is we must emotionally connect

Yes we have the ultimate answer

But we must first ask 

the personal questions



Spiritually

Jesus was not afraid to let the 

conversation go spiritual

He was also not afraid 

to make them think

But the thing is he started 

where they were 

spiritually
