Genesis 2:18-24



Her story is usually told in conjunction with Adam

She is the dame that fed her husband the fruit

She is the person that did not have enough sense

not to listen to a snake

She is the punch line of the creation story



According to God His creation was 

not good with out her

She was so magnificent that Adam loved her at first site

That love for her was so deep that Adam 

knowingly, and willing sacrificed his perfect 

relationship with God to preserve his 

relationship with her.



The Lord God said, “It is not good for the man to be 

alone. I will make a helper suitable for him.” Now the Lord 

God had formed out of the ground all the wild animals and all the 

birds in the sky. He brought them to the man to see what he would 

name them; and whatever the man called each living 

creature, that was its name. So the man gave names to 

all the livestock, the birds in the sky and all the wild 

animals.  But for Adam no suitable helper was found.



Eve was not an after thought

God understood woman's value before man

God said he would make Adam 

"helper" suitable

Define Helper: a person who helps 

someone else (Sidekick)



A person with whom one spends 

a lot of time or with whom one travels

A person who shares the experiences of another, 

especially when these are unpleasant or unwelcome

A person's long-term sexual partner

One of a pair of things intended 

to complement or match each other.



Look at how God helped 

man see the need

Looking around Adam saw nothing on the 

planet he wanted to be intimate with

He saw nothing capable 

sharing his life with



He didn't have clothes the wash

God had made his food ready to eat

There were no kids

Its not like taking care of the 

garden was going to be all that 

time consuming





So the Lord God caused the man to fall into a 

deep sleep; and while he was sleeping, he took one 

of the man’s ribs and then closed up the place with flesh. 

Then the Lord God made a woman from the rib he had 

taken out of the man, and he brought her to the 

man.

Now the Lord God had formed out of 

the ground all the wild animals and all the 

birds in the sky

v. 19



Then the Lord God formed a man from 

the dust of the ground and breathed into his 

nostrils the breath of life, and the man 

became a living being.
v. 7



Put man to sleep

Perform a little “surgery”

Form woman from the side of man

God presented Woman to Man



The man said, “This is now bone of my bones and 

flesh of my flesh; she shall be called ‘woman,’ for 

she was taken out of man.” That is why a man leaves his 

father and mother and is united to his wife, and they 

become one flesh.
